Maria José “Zeca” Rodrigues was a passionate advocate for education, language, and Portuguese
cultural heritage.

Applicant must:
1. Be of Portuguese descent.

2. Be agraduating senior at Point Loma High School

3. Have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.50 or higher on a scale of 4.00 throughout high school, according
to official transcript.

4. Have completed at least three years of Portuguese language coursework

5. Planto attend a two-year or four-year college or university

6. Demonstrate an interest in the Portuguese language, culture, or community involvement

7. Sponsor/Member for this scholarship must be a Parent, Grandparent, or Great-grandparent and a

member of the Portuguese Historical Center (PHC).

Sponsor/Member for this scholarship must be a member in good standing of the PHC for no less than 12

months (minimum of one year, preceding in January).

9. Written verifiable volunteer experience within the past two years in the San Diego Portuguese

community.
10. The applicant must present a minimum of two (2) Letters of Recommendation from individuals who will

vouch for the candidate’s academic standing, character, and school activity record. The letters must be
from: (A) a teacher at the school attended; and (B) any other source except a relative (i.e., a coach,
instructor, mentor, etc.). Individuals must type letters and must include their titles and relationships.
